2.   Keep the steps simple, short, and easy to read.

3.  This is the teacher’s script.

4.  Always assume nothing will go right.  Incorporate a “back-up” for difficult concepts to be taught or procedures to be accomplished during the presentation session.

5.  Incorporate assessment strategies to determine progress of each student throughout the entire lesson.

Closure

1.  Include a review of the objective.

2. Complete assessment of student attainment of the objective (all students).

3. Reference what is to be presented the next day.
